Troop 212 will be making its annual summer trip to Wild Rivers in Irvine. It’s the perfect 
place to have a full day of fun cooling off from the summer heat.  
 

The cost of the trip is $30 per person. Price includes admission to the park, cabana and 
lunch ticket for your choice of a cheeseburger, hot dog, corndog, or pizza with a soda and 
chips.  Money and permission slips are due on Monday, August 9.  

 
There is a body boarding wave pool that is not included in the cost, so bring extra money if 
you wish to participate in this attraction. No outside food or drinks are allowed in the 

park. (Bottled water is allowed).  
 
The troop is meeting at Wild Rivers at 9:30am at the picnic benches under the tarp 
near the front entrance. At that time, tickets will be passed out and Scouts will be 
directed to the Troop 212 cabana for shade and comfort. 

 
Items you will need: 1.     A towel 

2. Lots of sunscreen 

3. Money (Recommended bringing extra money. Lunch will be 
included in the purchase of your ticket.) 

4. Change of clothes. 
5. Bathing suit/board shorts. – No metal eyelets! The lifeguards 

will not let you on the ride with these. 
6. Rash guards. You can wear these walking around, but the 

lifeguard will ask you to take them off on the slide or ride. 
7. Water shoes. Same with the rash guard, cannot wear them on 

the ride. 
 
Park opens at 10am and will close at 8pm. You may stay as long as you would like as long as 
you have a ride home. Make arrangements now for carpooling! 
 
Permission slips are required for those under 18 years old. Scouts will bring their 
permission slip as usual. All scouts bringing an under aged friend will be held responsible 
for that friend to bring his/her permission slip.
