Troop 212 Tent Set-Up Score Sheet

Properly setting-up a tent is a basic outdoor skill that each Boy Scout in Troop 212 is expected to master. Scores will be assigned from 1 to 10 for each of the items listed below on the first morning of an overnight campout. The patrol with the highest combined score will be rewarded that evening during adult dessert time.
1. Begin by finding a level tent site.  
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2. Certify safe location by checking for no dead tree overhangs and no ant hills/gopher holes
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3. Remove all stones, sticks, and anything else that could damage the bottom of the tent, but do not disturb the pine needles or grasses.
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4. Pull out the corners of the floor and stake them to the ground. (If applicable)
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5. Assemble the poles, making sure that there are no broken ones that will damage the tent, and put them in place.
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6. Stake out any guy lines that stretch the tent into shape. Tie each line through a tent grommet with a bowline and use a taut line hitch at the tent peg end.
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7. The tent is finished by placing the rain fly over the tent with proper pole.
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8. Properly stake down rain fly
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9. Black canvas bag stored inside tent
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10. Door is zipped closed at inspection time
